All in all, you convey thepimassion of an organisation that is well structu@dMSA is to be commended
for the outreach programs which form a part of yaark program and | encourage a continuation ofghgnerships towards
increasing linkages with Caribbean-based orgawisatio ensure a transfer of relevant technolodidsymation and human
resources.

Therefore, it
was no surprise when he decided to make minisgifieis work.

He entered seminary at Codrington College in Bavbad 1959. He was ordained as a Deacon in 196
and a Priest in 1963. Immediately thereafter,drgexl as a Deacon in residence at St. Paul’'s ClaurdHater
as a Curate at St. Michael's Cathedral. From 1861975, he served as Rector of St. Augustine’sr€hin
Barbados.

After ordination to the Priesthood, Canon Armstra@ogtinued his studies at the University of the Wes
Indies, Barbados, where he gained a Bachelor of @egree in Religion and Social Sciences in 199dring
the same year, he earned a Bachelor of Divinityek§rom London University, where he majored in téeh
Greek and Church History. He continued his edooaty taking graduate courses at Trinity College
University of Toronto, Toronto, Canada. He arrivedhe United States in 1975 to attend Columbiavehsity
where he earned two Masters degrees: one in Seciahces; the other in Education. He was accaptech
doctoral program at Teachers College, Columbia &hsity, but subsequently transferred to the Intsonal

Seminary, Orlando, Florida, where he earned a Doatorheology degree, and was awarded an honorafy
